He believes
Australian farmers are world leaders in improving biodiversity and producing more
with less water.

In previous roles, Tony was appointed directly to the front bench on entering Federal
Parliament and served as Shadow Minister for Small Business and Shadow Minister
for Immigration. He has also served as a Member of the NSW Legislative Council.

In a recent address to the National Press Club, Canberra, Dr Megan Clark, Chief Executive of the CSIRO
spoke of the need to understand :

- Our choices in one area such as water, impact on other areas such as food security.
